Third Day of the JBY Series,  Sunday, July 27

The third day of the mid-distance/JBY series brought us the best turnout in boats (six) and the best sailing 
conditions this summer.  We had a consistent Northerly breeze with just the touch of white caps, so the fleet 
decided to sail course “D”, which for a J24 is approximately a 4 nautical mile latitude change.  The wind held 
through out the day, creating some great sailing and boat speeds (we saw 6.9 knots on the spinnaker run back 
down).  Since we were sailing in a part of the lake we usually don’t see, we experienced some new geographical 
winds that ended up being key for gaining/holding positions as the race progressed.  Who knew that you could have 
a 50 degree wind shift (lift) in the center of the lake as you pass Taughannock that could eat up a ¼ mile lead?  In 
the end it was “Snitch” and crew crossing the line first, followed by “Lorelei”, “mehitabel”, “Moondance” (these 
next three finishing pretty close to each other), “Fantasy” and “Invictus” to round out the places.
