Fifth Race Day of the Fall Series, Sunday, October 5

with temperatures in the mid-50s, we had a good southerly breeze of between 8 and 13 
knots. 
 

The six usual suspects showed up at the starting line: Mel Richards and his C&C 30, 
LORELEI; Tim Bonniwell and his Catalina 30, INVICTUS; Richard Stephens and his Corsair 
28, TREVELYAN; Eberhard Alsen and his Tanzer 25, FANTASY; David Feavearyear and 
Clare Fewtrell with their J-24s, MEHITABEL and SNITCH. 
 

Banking on the steady breeze, Assistant Fleet Captain Charles Witherup sent us on two 
nice long courses:  Pile Cluster and Grey Barge for the first race, and West Shore, East 
Shore, Ladoga for the second.  
 

As usual TREVELYAN, sailed by Richhard Stephens and his young son Peter, got line 
honors in both races.  But they won only the first race while Clare Fewtrell’s and 
MEHITABEL won the second one.  
 

In the battle of the J-24s, MEHITABEL notched up two more wins over David Feavearyear’s  
SNITCH and MEHITABEL thereby nailed down the overall win of the Fall Series.  
 

In the second race, Mel Richard’s C&C 30, LORELEI, broke her spinnaker halyard and 
dropped the sail in the water.  This allowed Eberhard Alsen’s Tanzer 25, FANTASY, to pass 
LORELEI.  But after rounding Ladoga, LORELEI pulled ahead again and fended off 
FANTASY’s attacks all the way across the finish line.  However, FANTASY beat her by over a 
minute on corrected time.
